• A link has been added to the job order Preview and to the job order on JobNet, 

allowing job seekers to view all job orders for that employer site (not all sites for that 
employer).  When the link is clicked, a list of all job orders for that site will be 
displayed.

System Problems Fixed 
 
• A problem caused when a button was clicked twice in a row has been fixed.  The 

problem caused the page to error out. 
 
• JobNet 3.0 now suppresses employer information and application methods in the 

same manner as Internet JobNet and Seasonal JobNet.
